Do not show partiality to the 
poor or give honor to the great. Judge your neighbor with fairness.  Do not go about 
slandering others. Do not profit by the blood of your neighbor. I am Your God.  Do not 
nurse hatred for a neighbor. If you are angry with your neighbor, speak frankly about it, to 
avoid storing up ill feelings. Never seek revenge or hold a grudge toward your relatives. 
You must love your neighbor as you love yourself.  I am Your God.

Christian Scriptures 
 
The Epistle      1 Thessalonians 2:1-8 
Reader: A Reading from Paul’s Letter to the Community at Thessalonica.  
And you yourselves know, sisters and brothers, that our coming among you was not 
without effect.  We had, as you know, been given rough treatment at Phillipi, and it was 
our God who gave us the courage to proclaim the Good News to you in the face of stiff 
opposition.  We don’t preach because of impure motives or deceit or any sort of trickery; 
rather, it was God who decided that we are fit to be entrusted with the Good News, and 
when we are speaking, we’re trying to please not mortals, but God, who can read our 
inmost thoughts. You know very well – and we can swear it before God – that never at any 
time has our speech been simple flattery or a cover for trying to get money; nor have we 
ever looked for any special honor from you or from anyone else – even though we could 
have imposed ourselves on you as apostles of Christ.  On the contrary, while we were with 
you we were as gentle as any nursing mother caring for her little ones.  So well disposed 
were we toward you, in fact, that we were willing to share with you not only the Good 
News, but our very lives as well – you had become that dear to us.

The Gospel      Matthew 22:34-46 
Deacon: A Reading from the Holy Gospel according to Matthew. 
Assembly: Glory to you, Lord Christ. 
When the Pharisees heard that Jesus had left the Sadducees speechless, they gathered 
together, and one of them, an expert on the Law, attempted to trick Jesus with this 
question: “Teacher, which commandment of the Law is the greatest?” Jesus answered: 
“’you must love the Most High God with all your heart, with all your soul and with all 
your mind.’ “That is the greatest and first commandment.  The second is like it:  ‘you must 
love your neighbor as yourself.’ On these two commandments the whole Law is based – 
and the Prophets as well.” While the Pharisees were gathered around him, Jesus asked 
them this question:  “What do you think about the Messiah? Whose descendant is the 
Messiah?” They said, “David’s.” Then Jesus asked, “Then how is it that David, inspired by 
the Spirit, calls the Messiah ‘Sovereign’? For he says, ‘The Most High said to my 
Sovereign, “Sit at my right hand until I place your enemies under your foot.”’  “If David 
calls the Messiah ‘Sovereign,’ how can the Messiah be a descendant of David?” No one 
could reply, and from that day on no one dared ask him any more questions.

HAITI MISSION IN NOVEMBER  
 

Burt Purrington will be in Haiti for 3-4 weeks in November assisting with hurricane relief in our 
companion church and community, St. Alban's in Crochu.  The roads to Crochu were washed 
out by last month's hurricanes and floods, and what was once a one-hour hike up the 
mountain to this remote community now takes four hours (see the photos in the atrium).  
Crops were almost completely destroyed, many livestock died and most homes were 
damaged or destroyed.  Short-term food and medical relief and rebuilding are essential, 
but Burt also will work with Pere, Carmel and local community leaders on plans for future 
development.  The people here are in desperate need of financial support -- both immediate 
and long-range.  Checks may be made out to St. Paul's with a memo to "Laurie's Haiti Fund."   
 
There is also a drop box in the atrium for any items you'd like to send with Burt.  Items that 
are especially needed include: children's chewable multivitamins, prenatal vitamins, 
toothbrushes and toothpaste, hand soap (including plastic bottles of antibacterial soap), 
fingernail clippers and files, and small ("AA"-batteries) or wind-up flashlights.  You may also 
want to donate small items that brighten spirits and bring hope such as crosses on chains, 
ribbons and other hair thingies, bandannas/head scarves or colorful athletic t-shirts or 
jerseys.  Other items that can be used are listed on the box.  Burt is ever-grateful for your 
continued prayers and support.
